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proposal, you have a moral obligation to follow the will of the local population in this matter,

using a method that provides you with a sound means of assessing the public wish - such as a
vote on a local ballot.

Putting the cart before the horse, while failing to understand the role of the District with relation
to those it serves in context with California law, will lead to many liabilities the District has

perhaps not considered. | urge you to deliberate with great care and thoroughness as you
explore this idea.
