The Rio Dell City Council encourages the Humboldt Bay Harbor, Recreation and
Conservation District to investigate and pursue all viable proposals that would lead to the
revitalization and development of appropriate infrastructure for the handling and
transport of goods through the Humboldt Bay port and rail.

The loss of traditional resource-based industry, including timber and fisheries, has left the
economy of Humboldt County in dire need of revitalization, as measured by declining
household income, a precipitous drop in school enrollments, shocking rates of poverty for
Humboldt County children, disappearance of well paying non-government jobs, an
eroding tax base, and the exit of young families from the Northcoast.

A modern robust port and a revitalized railroad could serve as the economic engine for
stimulating the economy of Humboldt County and the entire Northcoast region, provided
sufficient private capital can be found to finance and maintain the public infrastructure
improvements that would result in much-needed living wage jobs in Humboldt County.

Therefore, the Rio Dell City Council encourages the Humboldt Bay Harbor, Recreation
and Conservation District to consider private proposals that would lead to the
revitalization and development of appropriate infrastructure for the handling and
